Mission & Purpose of Steering Committee: 
The Motion as approved by Church Council was 
for a sub-committee, referred to as the Steering 
Committee, to be formed by the Pastor, with input 
from the Finance and Building & Grounds  
Committee’s, to explore the feasibility and define 
the scope of a potential renovation of the Worship 
Center and the construction of the new Children’s 
Building. 
 
The Sub-committee (referred to as the Steering  
Committee) will perform due diligence on behalf 
of Parkview Baptist Church (PBC) with regards to 
establishing project priorities, consultation with 
ministry areas affected by proposed action, 
defining project financial parameters, approving 
contractor selection and reviewing proposals.  The 
Sub-committee will provide periodic updates and 
submit findings and an action plan to Church  
Council, in consultation with Finance Committee 
and Building & Grounds Committee.  Then the 
plan will be brought to the church for approval.  
The Pastor and Minister of Administration shall 
serve as ex-officio members of the Sub-committee. 
 
In conjunction with this motion, it was requested  
of the Finance Committee and approved that the 
Steering Committee, with proper approval and  
documentation, could invest up to $15,000 to  
secure the plans, proposals, etc., for this project.  
This amount was later increased to $20,000.

Summary of those interviewed by Steering  
Committee: 
The Steering Committee has been meeting almost 
every week and sometimes twice a week to  
interview and then follow up with site visits and 
then check references from other churches.  All of 
the meetings followed the same format of allowing 

the Architects or Contractors to make their  
presentation with materials and power point  
demonstrations to the committee followed by a 
lengthy period of question and answer.  All were 
then reviewed by the committee and the decision 
was made as to which ones the committee felt led 
to follow-up on.

Review of On-Site Church Visits by Committee 
Members with Architects:  Site visits were done  
after lengthy interview sessions with the Architects. 
The Steering Committee visited the following: 
 

Ridgeway Baptist Church, Randy Bright, Architect 
$54.00 per sq. ft., approx 60,000 square ft. generic 
metal building.    
First Baptist Church, Tulsa, Sparks Architects 
Very nice and elaborate, creative and high end of 
spectrum.  $6 million budget.  Traditional design.   
Evergreen Baptist, Tulsa, Sparks Architects 
Metal building, very nicely accomplished phase I. 
Asbury United Methodist Church, Tulsa, TriArch 
Architects 
TriArch has designed the 25,000 sq. ft. children’s 
building and is also designed the renovation of the 
former ice skating arena to accommodate their  
student ministry program.  The ice rink converted 
into Student ministry space will seat 1,000 people 
and have additional meeting areas to facilitate their 
program. 
Abiding Harvest Methodist Church, Broken Arrow, 
TriArch Architects 
A new construction metal building with master 
plan built on a very limited budget, yet done nicely. 
 
Recognizing God’s Hand: 
Through this entire process we have asked God to 
guide and grant us wisdom as we endeavored to 
carry out the duties as charged to this Committee.  
In this process the Committee recognized that one 
name kept reoccurring that they had not  
interviewed and they decided to follow God’s  
leading and request a meeting with TriArch  
Architects.  In these meetings with TriArch and in 
the site visits and reference checks it became clear 
that this was the architectural group that God had 
been leading us to discover.  While all the  
architects were good and very insightful, TriArch 

captured the minds and hearts of the Committee  
by their enthusiasm, fresh ideas, and willingness to  
go the extra mile in making sure their clients were  
satisfied with the end result.  The Committee 
unanimously voted to select TriArch as our  
architects. 
 
Master Plan for Parkview Baptist Church 
After much prayer and discussion, the Master Plan 
approach was unanimously approved by the  
Committee as being an integral first step to  
determining what action should be taken by the 
Church in a Worship Center renovation or a  
Children’s Building addition.  The Master Plan will 
analyze how we currently use our facilities and 
look for ways to optimize its use. They will study 
our parking, classrooms (size, usage and location),  
how people move through the facility, use of large 
meeting areas (sanctuary, chapel and fellowship 
hall), etc.  It is the hope of the committee that with 
the Master Plan in place any renovations or  
additions, including steeple recommendations, 
would be planned in phases taking us toward a long 
term objective of a completely optimized and fully 
utilized campus.  The Steering Committee  
consensus was that a Master plan was well worth 
the investment and would bring clarity and  
definition for our Church congregation that the 
overall actions taken were prudent and wise.

Negotiations will begin in earnest with TriArch  
Architects over the actual scope and range of the   
Master Plan and what the expected outcome will          
determine.  A space utilization and frequency  
review and what options are available to our 
Church should be a part of the plan.  We should 
after these  negotiations have a clearer concept of 
what is attainable and how long it will take to  
complete.
