Lottie Moon Christmas Offering 
 

Lottie Moon was a missionary to China for 39 years 
mostly in the Shantung province. She taught in a girls' 
school and often made trips into China's interior to share 
the good news with women and girls.  She was a      
hard-working Southern Baptist who labored tirelessly so 
her people group could know Jesus.   Lottie frequently 
wrote letters to the United States, detailing Chinese  

culture, missionary life and the great physical and spiritual needs of the     
Chinese people. Additionally, she challenged Southern Baptists to go to 
China or give so that others could go.  Because of her life and testimony,  
in 1918 the Women’s Missionary Union named the annual Christmas  
offering for international missions after her.  In 1912, during a time of war 
and famine, Lottie silently suffered knowing that her beloved Chinese did 
not have enough food.  On Christmas Eve, at the age of 73, Lottie died on a 
ship bound for the U.S.   
 

The International Mission Board has set the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering 
goal for $165 million dollars.  Parkview’s goal is set for $35,000.  All 
funds raised will be used directly on the field for international missions.
